Shelter Box Update at District Conference Jim lves

At the District Conference on Mackinac Island we had the opportunity to see a presentation on Shelter Box, and
hear an update on the activities of this great initiative. As our club has been extremely supportive of this effort, |
thought | would have one of the Shelter Box USA Board Members provide us with some of the items he covered at
the conference. The points are listed below:

1 January 1 to date, Shelter box has responded to 10 disasters with 17,874 boxes that has housed some 178,000
plus people."

1 In Haiti alone we have supplied 16,000 plus boxes giving housing to over 160,000 individuals. We are still short
some 5,000 boxes to meet the basic need for housing. Of course we had to divert boxes during this time to
Chili, China and Mexico which experienced disasters shortly after Haiti.

1 Since our formation by our founder Tom Henderson, a Navy Seal in England, we have responded to disasters
in over 30 different countries. Countries range from Egypt, Kenya, Philippines, United States, China, Haiti, Mex-
ico, Niger, Australia, Peru, India, Taiwan and Uganda, just to name a few.

1 Ourresponses include, Earthquakes, floods, conflicts and typhoons.

1 During our 10 year history in which we will celebrate our anniversary this summer, we responded to two disas-
ters in 2001. Below are the number of disasters that we have responded to since then

2002 2 2003 5
2004 9 2005 11
2006 12 2007 15
2008 21 2009 25
2010 10 to date

1 With our unigue tracking systems we are able to trace the deployment of shelter boxes and let the donor, clubs
etc know where they end up. However, since we have depleted our world wide inventory there is no guess-
ing as to the location of the current shelter boxes. We are just one disaster away of not being able to respond to
providing shelter to those in need. Therefore, we need your continued support.

1 A special thank you to all of you and to your clubs in your district who have greatly support Shelter Box now and
in the future.
