Our Program today was introduced by President Elect Marga-
ret Blohm.  The Rotary International Foundation  is the topic 
and brought to you by CDG Jim Ives and PDG Jack Mueller. 
Jim opened the program with a Power Point presentation  deal-
ing with the difference between Rotary International, and the 
Rotary International Foundation. Rotary International chart 
shows Administration which consists of Board of Directors, 
Staff, clubs. He noted that the Rotary Club is a member of Ro-
tary International and we are members of the club. He then 
went on to The Rotary Foundation. 

It consists of two bodies, Financial and Programs. 
On the financial side, it is from donations mostly from club 
members, and was up until Rotary took on the eradication of 
Polio.  Then donations came in from various countries, and 
most recently the Bill Gates Foundation. 
   On the Program side, it is the Ambassadorial Scholar pro-
gram, Group Study Exchange program, World Peace Scholar 
program, Health Hunger and Humanity Program and various 
other smaller programs . 
   Jack spoke about how the Foundation was started by Arch 
Klumph President of Rotary in 1916. Klumph was the 6th Presi-
dent and spoke of creating a Charitable Endowment for the 
purpose of doing good in the World. He then went on to speak 
about the Polio program, and how it started in the Philippines, 
and after the success there, Rotary decided to tackle the entire 
problem in the world.  Now we are very close to success in 
eradication with only 4 endemic countries left in the world.  
Nigeria, Afghanistan, Pakistan and India.

How else could we better the world than by creat-
ing World Peace scholars,  Ambassadorial Scholars, Eradicat-
ing Polio throughout the World, and tackle all the projects like 
ShelterBox, Disasters throughout the world etc.
